If you set the flag
‘EnableMinimumsSize’ to O (in the [player] section), you can reduce the window size to a minimum of
16 x 16 pixels.

Advanced scheduling in combination with the Message Server (version 5.1 and up). For example
slides can be scheduled to display from April 1 2006 12:00 until April 31 2007 16:00, every
Wednesday.
